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EVALUATION 

Students will be evaluated during regular site visits by their instructors and based on feedback from 
employers and the students’ weekly journals. At the end of the field placement, the employer will complete 
an evaluation of the student’s professionalism, attendance and the quality of the work completed. This 
information will be provided to the instructor and student. 

 

Attendance & Participation 

Students are expected to work 7.5 hrs per day for the full four-week placement and submit four weekly 
field placement journals. If students are unable to attend their placement (i.e.: due to illness), students are 
required to contact the employer and the instructor. 

 

Determination of Final Grade 

A final grade for this course will be assigned on a pass/fail basis. In order to receive a passing mark for the 
course, students must successfully complete their fieldwork placement.  Satisfactory attendance 
completed weekly journals, and a performance evaluation, completed by the employer, will be the credit 
criteria. 

For transcript purposes, your final mark will be translated into “P” (pass) or “F” (fail).
