In this course, learners bring forward nursing knowledge to examine current trends and issues in nursing 

practice. Underpinned in entry-level competencies for Licensed Practical Nurses, learners explore the 

roles of the Practical Nurse as a collaborative member of a heath care team, a leader, an advocate, and a 

novice researcher.

• Apply the scope and practice of the licensed practical nurse as it relates to the role of advocate, 

leader, and/or manager.  
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• Plan lifelong learning strategies to maintain professional competency in accordance to CLPNA 

Standards of Practice. 

 

 

COURSE FORMAT  

This course will include a total of 45 hours of on-line learning, in-person sessions, an assignment, quizzes, 

and exams. Learning activities may include, but are not limited to, instructor-led learning, projects, and 

on-line exercises. 

 

Delivery format 

A combination of primarily asynchronous (web-based via Moodle) and synchronous (in-person and 

possible virtual real-time class meetings through Zoom) learning activities are provided.
