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COURSE DESCRIPTION

Social Psychology is the scientific study of how individuals think, behave, and are influenced by others.
Current theories in the field will be applied to real-life situations to make sense of human behavior. Topics

covered include behavior and attitudes, social beliefs, cultural influences, conformity and obedience, self

knowledge and self-esteem, persuasion, group influence, aggression, altruism, prejudice and

discrimination, stress and health, legal testimonies and law, and inter-personal relationships. In-class
discussions, individual projects and hands-on activities are important learning tools used in this course.

This course examines how social psychologists use experimental and correlational research methods to
gain insightinto social behavior and how social psychological theories can be used to understand behavior

and judgments in everyday life.
